What are the dates of the ERL (Emerging Rotary Leader) Program and the
Institute?

e ERL officially starts with a casual Meet & Greet on Wednesday
November 9 at 4 PM. You can pick up your Registration materials at that
time. ERL Programming starts on Thursday morning at 8:30 am.

e The Institute begins Thursday night, November 10, with the District
Governor Elect Presentation Dinner, and will be very special. The Institute
has a hands-on project for all participants on Friday, programming all day
Saturday and then Sunday morning. It ends around noon on Sunday,
November 13.

When should | arrive and depart from Santa Barbara?

e Arrive no later than Wednesday November 9. Return home after the
conclusion of the Institute on November 13. Most people will be staying over
on Sunday night. There will be Host Hospitality Events on Sunday, so
staying until Monday, November 14 will allow you to participate in these
events

e The cost of the hotel is entirely separate from your Institute and ERL
registrations. The hotel is accepting reservations now and we strongly
encourage you to lock in your hotel stay ASAP!

reserve. Please, make your hotel reservations immediately, to make sure
you have a room when you need it.

e If you wish to come early or stay late for vacation, the hotel will offer the
Rotary discounted special room rates from October 31st to the night of
November 18, 2016. The discounted rates are good for reservations booked
by October 21, 2016.
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Can my partner select only certain meals during the institute?

e We are not able to offer the choice of only purchasing individual meals.
